THE SHERMAN RETURNS!

Thanksto Karl Smith, Teryl Hunsaker, and Roger Condron, the M4 “ Sherman” tank
has been returned to its place at the Museum. The Tooele Military Vehicle Museum
staff did a fabulous job in restoring it and replacing the tracks with a new set. Karl
donated the time of his staff and paid for all materials, including the new tracks to
restore it to afactory-new appearance. He also paid for the transportation of the tank
to and from hisrepair shop in Tooele.

Thanks are also due to the great support provided by the Utah Army National
Guard to unload it and move it into position. A recovery team from the Combined
Maintenance Support Shop in Draper, headed by Sergeant First Class Crew, was
responsible for positioning it into place. The Museum will open to the public on 3
February. You are encouraged to visit the Museum and see the Sherman for
yourself.

Join us on Saturday, February 14 at
12:30 p.m. for the opening of the new
Utah War exhibit. This is a small
section added to the beginning of our
Main Gallery of exhibits about Fort
Douglas, setting the scene for the
arrival of the Army in Utah.

Among the new items on display
will be an origina 1850 mountain
howitzer on a prairie carriage used by
the Nauvoo Legion, an origina
Mississippi rifle once owned by a
soldier from Camp Floyd, a variety of
artifacts found at one of the Utah war
camp sites near Sat Lake City and
artifacts recovered from Camp Floyd
during the excavations in the 1970s by
Brigham Y oung University.
